Background to Decision:

75 local authority areas are eligible to receive a share of the £301.75 million Family Hubs and Start for
Life programme funding package for the period 2022—-2025. Redcar and Cleveland are one of the
successful authorities. To deliver the programme we are encouraged to work with a range of providers
including the VCS where there is a specialism that can add value to the services provided through the
Family Hubs. In the model framework it states to achieve minimum expectations “There are agreements
in place for Family Hubs to signpost and connect families to relevant voluntary, community and faith
